To address the needs of the community,
Surfing the Nations (STN), a humanitarian
organization based out of Wahiawa, has been
acting as one of the Ilargest private
distributers of food. STN provides for over
3000 people a week at sites around the island
in an initiative known as Feeding the Hungry
(FTH).

Due to minimal or complete lack of
healthcare coverage, this population often
has little contact with health care providers.
As a resut, individuals in this patient
population have a lower health literacy rate
relative to the general population; many
having never been exposed to even the mosit
basic of information surrounding the chronic
disease states that plague our community.

Earlier this year the University of Hawai'i at

Hilo College of Pharmacy teamed up with
STN to help increase health literacy. The
pharmacy students provide disease state
education at the FTH event held every month
in Wahiawa. While members of the

community wait p atiently for the food to be

distributed, the pharmacy students counsel
patients on making healthy choices. (cont.)
